


Academic planning, timeline, and forms due – Fall 2021










Coursework

Tuition Benefit Program (TBP) covers a minimum of 9, maximum of 12 graduate credit hours/term i.e., TBP covers only 5000-level courses and above. 
EHUM requires:
1. A thesis, project or exam
2. 27 hours of coursework, and six credits of project or thesis hours. You may accumulate the six thesis hours any time in the second year.
3. Standard language proficiency for MA candidates
4. Three methods-focused courses approved by the Director for MS candidates 
5. 9 credits among EHUM 6850 Issues in EH at least once + EHUM 6105 EH Writing Seminar and/or EHUM 6860 Practices in CEL
EHUM encourages:
1. Coursework with EHUM-affiliated faculty
2. Graduate seminar courses with graduate students, i.e., 6000-level courses and above
3. Coursework in the College of Humanities
4. A thesis or final project

Semester one (Fall)
Meet with Director of Graduate Studies before last week of Fall classes to discuss Spring coursework and potential supervisory committee plan	
Semester two (Spring)
Consider MA & MS progress
Summer Engagement Grant application -mid March
Determine Chair and at least one member of supervisory committee
In good standing/Request for 2nd year funding by May 1. 


Semester three (Fall)

Complete Request for Supervisory Committe by third week of semester
Submit draft of prospectus to committee before Fall break
<11/1 File for Spring graduation (projects), Summer graduation for theses>
Prospectus meeting with committee. Submit Report of thesis/project prospectus meeting and copy of prospectus to Graduate Advisor before end of semester


Semester four  (Spring)

Rough draft of project/thesis before spring break
Schedule defense with committee, and alert Graduate Advisor
Circulate polished draft project/thesis to committee two weeks prior to defense
Defend projects & theses by last day of classes :
Project revisions due to committee within a week after defense
Provide thesis revisions to committee, then submit final formatted work to Thesis Office by mid-June 
Graduate : 1st Friday in May
